Please have your household bulk items curbside 
on Sunday, April 24, 2016.  Trucks will be going 

through our Village from April 25-April 29, 2016 with all 

items picked up by Friday, April 29th.   

Once the truck has completed your 

street, it will NOT return. 
BULK ITEMS INCLUDE: Appliances, furniture, gas 

grills (no tanks), hot water heaters, lawn chairs, Rugs (4ft 

in length, rolled & tied). Freon must be removed from 

refrigerators, freezers and air conditioners (doors 
removed), before pickup & tagged by a professional. 
 

 

DO NOT PUT OUT: 
Construction/renovation/demolition materials (wood, 

toilets, sinks, bathtubs, cabinets, paint cans, etc.), 

hazardous waste, electronic equipment (TV’s, 

Computers, Monitors, CPU’s, Printers, etc.), yard debris, 

tires, gas tanks, or fencing & metal. (These items will 

NOT be picked up and if left curbside after the 

truck has gone down your street, you may be 
subject to a violation of Village Code) 

Yard Waste Pick-Up Resumes 

Thursdays, Beginning  

April 7th through November  
(or later, weather permitting) 

Yard waste clippings (grass/leaves) may be put 
in Paper Lawn Bags or in regular garbage cans 
with the lids left off so the garbage company 

can clearly see it is yard waste in the can.  Any 
sticks or branches must be bundled together in 
no more than 4 foot lengths.  (The landfills can 

no longer take yard waste in plastic bags)  

Items should go out Wednesday evenings for 
Thursday morning pick up.
