‘ It shall be the duty of the owner and occupant, jointly, of every parcel of real estate adjoining a public sidewalk, to keep such

i 51dewalks adjoining such property free from snow and ice for the full width of such sidewalk or for minimum width of four

Ifeet whichever is less. Owners and occupants of corner properties shall have additional and continual duty to clear snow and
iice from the sidewalks to the curbs for a minimum of four feet so as to provide safe access to the streets.

Snow and ice shall be removed within 24 hours after the end of a snowfall.
